Overall, we are pleased with the performance of our students on the Terra Novas.  Our teachers have begun the process of disaggregating the data from the test results and will then begin to determine instructional implications that result from that study.

We have planned a Terra Nova information night for June 7th at 6:00 p.m. at MBSCS for parents (no children please).  The purpose of this night will be to assist parents in interpreting their child(ren)’s results and the implications of those interpretations.
